The following list details certain
items which I.T.S Removals is
prevented by law from carry-
ing.

Some items also need prepa-
ration before we can move
them — we are legally not per-
mitted to do this for you.
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Some items can be moved, but
have to be properly prepared
before they are loaded on our
vehicles. ltems that fit these
criteria are listed below:

All Gas Cylinders (LP) must be emptied
prior to transportation, and must be ac-
companied by a certificate Supplied by a
gas cylinder test centre. Documentation
must state that the cylinder is gas-free
and empty. (Please check your Yellow
Pages for “Gas Cylinder Testing Cen-
tres”).

AFRA has always advocated via training that LP Gas Cylin-
ders must be emptied prior to transportation.

Dangerous Goods Regulations states that such goods must
not be transported in an enclosed freight container, enclosed
vehicle or enclosed compartment of a vehicle unless the
vehicle is ventilated to prevent the build up of vapours that
are likely to increase risk.

Despite this warning under the Australian Dangerous Goods
Code, LP Gas, which is packed in a cylinder, may be trans-
ported so long as the cylinder is gas free and empty and a
certificate has been issued from a Gas Cylinder Test Station
certified by Standards Australia stating that it is empty.

Details relative to Test Stations can be obtained from the
Yellow Pages in your state or check with Standards Australia
on telephone number 1300 65 46 46 for details.

Please ensure this practice is adopted in your workplace
immediately.

Lawnmowers & gardening equipment
should have the petrol drained from
the tanks. If you are sending these
items interstate or into store they will
need to be reasonably clean.

Pool Chemicals — cannot be trans-
ported by I.T.S. Removals

Fire Extinguishers— cannot be trans-
ported by I.T.S. Removals

Pot Plants, |.T.S Removals are able to
transport most pot plants providing
they are potted and can be easily
moved by our Removalists.

Please be aware that some states
have strict agricultural laws on the im-
portation of plants and soil. You
should seek advice from your Moving
Consultant if you wish to move any pot
plants.
